Working out what is required to introduce healthier food and drink choices in your club is easier than you think.

Healthy food and drink guidelines
These guidelines have been developed to reflect that sporting clubs’ canteens serve adults and children and show
you how to provide and promote healthy food and drinks. This includes:

o offering plenty of fruit and vegetables
e plenty of water

¢ limiting the intake of foods or drinks high in saturated fat, salts and/or sugars.

Green, Amber, and Red classifications
The Food for Sport guidelines classifies food and drinks as Green, Amber and Red, according to their nutritional
value:
e Green food and drinks are healthy choices because they are excellent sources of important nutrients, are
low in saturated fat and/or added sugar and/or salt and help avoid intake of excess energy (kilojoules).
Provide plenty of Green food and drinks — at least 50% of food and drinks.

e Amber food and drinks have some nutritional value and moderate amounts of saturated fat and/or added
sugar and/or salt and can contribute to excess energy intake when consumed in large amounts. Choose
carefully from Amber food and drinks — a maximum of 30% of food and drinks.

e Red food and drinks are the unhealthiest choices because they lack adequate nutritional value, are high in
saturated fat and/or added sugar and/or salt and can contribute to excess energy intake. Limit availability of
Red food and drinks — a maximum of 20% of food and drinks.
