Official classes: Ribbons 1st- 4th per phase, Trophies 1st- 4th overall 

Teams – Ribbons 1- 4th each team member 

Aided: Rainbow ribbon for each competitor 

Riding Phase: Competitors are required to wear the official Pony Club uniform. Competitor 
numbers must be clearly displayed on the back. 
Swimming: 8am start. The event will commence at 8:00 am. The swimming component will 
be held at the Crows Nest Pool, Address: Toowoomba Road, Crows Nest, QLD 4355.  
Gates will open at 7:30 am to allow for warm-up, with younger competitors swimming first. 
Upon completion of the swimming phase, competitors are to return directly to the Crows Nest 
Pony Club grounds. Competitors are required to wear a one-piece swimsuit; bikinis are not 
permitted. Competitor numbers must be written on the arm using permanent marker. Markers 
will be provided. 
Run: Any appropriate sports shirt may be worn; however, crop tops are not permitted. Enclosed 
running shoes must be worn, and competitor numbers are to be clearly displayed on the back. 
Please note that the running course will be an exciting cross-country style run 
Jump: The course will be open for walking upon completion of the swimming phase. Jumping 
will commence at the lowest height and progress sequentially to the highest height. 
Shoot: The shooting phase will be conducted from the oldest age group to the youngest. 
Competitors are required to wear a club or sports shirt and enclosed running shoes; boots are 
not permitted. Competitor numbers must be clearly displayed on the back. 
Team Rules: Two individuals shall contribute to a single team score, with each competitor 
completing two of the four phases of the Tetrathlon. Eg One team member will complete the 
swim and Show jump, the other completing the Run and Shoot. Competitors also entering as 
individuals shall have their completed phases counted as their team score. Competitors who 
are not entered in the individual classes are still eligible to participate. Each competitor in the 
team must nominate their chosen phases prior to the commencement of the competition. A 
competitor may compete as a member of more than one team. 
Competitors Numbers and Draw: The draw will be emailed to competitors and published 
on our Facebook page by Friday, 27 March. Please allow for any scratching’s that may occur on 
the day. Back numbers will be issued with the draw and must be worn during the shooting, 
riding, and running phases. Competitors are required to print their own back number and bring it 
with them to the event. 
 



 

Horse health declarations and Entry conditions: Horse Health Declarations must 
be submitted to the scorers’ shed prior to riding. Failure to provide a declaration will 
result in the competitor being unable to ride. As a condition of entry, each family is 

requested to provide helpers where possible. Assistance may include pencillers for the 
swimming, running, and shooting phases, as well as rail stewards for the jumping arena 

Camping and Yards: The Pony Club grounds will be open from Saturday afternoon for those 
wishing to camp. Competitors arriving on Sunday morning are asked to allow sufficient time to 
arrive and properly settle their horse, either in a yard or within portable panels (to be provided by 
the competitor), prior to proceeding to the pool. Horses must not be left tied to a float unless 
the vehicle is attached. 
A committee member will be present on the grounds to ensure the safety and welfare of all 
horses 

General Rules and Conditions: 

RESERVATION OF RIGHTS 

The organising committee reserves the right to; cancel any class or event, combine or divide 
classes according to the numbers nominated and the rules governing splitting of groups, alter 
advertised times, transfer competitors between sections of a class and to refuse any entry with 
or without stating a reason. 

DISCLAIMER: Neither the organising committee of this event nor PCAQ accepts any liability for 
the damage, accident, injury or illness to horses, riders, spectators or any other persons or 
property whatsoever. 

The final responsibility for the suitability of the mount, saddlery and equipment rests with  
the Rider or their responsible adult. (see General Rules) 

Protests: Should be lodged within 30 minutes of the results being posted, or the incident and 
should be accompanied by $50 fee which is refundable only if the protest is upheld. 

PCAQ Rules apply to this Event: Competitors must be current financial members of PCAQ 

HELMET Equestrian helmet AS/NZS 3838, EN 1384 or ASTM F1163, with an effective chin strap. 

Riders with unstamped helmets of the required specification will not be expected to replace 
them. 
For competition – only black, brown, navy blue & white are allowed. 
The Helmet must be worn whenever mounted under Pony Club supervision, including to & from 
the  
Pony Club - this includes seniors & instructors. Candidates at Instructor Schools must wear 
helmets. 
Mounted Voluntary Helpers must wear the regulation headgear. 
Riders must keep helmets on during Mounted Presentation of Awards & while saluting. 
FACE GUARDS Allowed on ASA equestrian helmets. 

HELMET COVER Detachable Helmet Covers are permitted in Mounted Games & Cross Country 
only in combination of shirt and tie colours of club/zone. Black, brown, navy blue and white can 
be worn in any competition. 

SUNSHADE/SUN PROTECTOR Can be worn over or under helmet. 



 

One senior official from each club to form a Dispute Committee, nominee to be lodged 
with entries.  The committee’s decision will be final. 
All competitors to be in full uniform for presentations please. 

Horse Health Declarations (HHD) required on the day of the event - NO HHD NO Ride
