• Riders may enter two horses in the same age 

group only. 
• In Rider Class, All-round Mount, and Pony Club 

Hack, the second horse must be held by a 
competent unmounted person. 

• Horse must be the rider’s regular pony club mount. 
• Horse & rider must have attended at least two 

rally/muster days and be deemed safe by the Chief 
Instructor. 

• Judges’ and stewards’ decisions are final. 
• Each club must nominate a senior member for the 

Disputes Committee. 
• Disputes must be submitted in writing with a $50 

fee within 30 minutes of the event. 
• Committee may alter the program at any time if
