Rules & Requlations

Combined Training: horses will complete only two dressage tests on the day; the relevant dressage test result will be used
for the CT dressage phase.

Minimum one helper per three competitors is mandatory for each club. By nominating you are also agreeing to help, or your
entry will be amended to HC.

Grading Cards: All Official competitors are to hand in performance cards and must be PREFILLED by the rider.

Camping/Stabling: $35 per stable/night; $35 per site/night. Payable & indicated on nomination. These will be allocated and
monitored.

First Aid: 515 first aid levy will be charged at time of nomination.

Prizes: Ribbons to 5t place for individual test & CT, Champion & Reserve Champion sashes/prizes for each class. A trophy for
Highest Overall Horse and Rider Combination across both Zone 4 & West Toowoomba Pony Club Events competing across
all disciplines.

Refunds: Scratching before draw — full refund; after draw with Vet or Medical Certificate Supplied — full refund. Scratching
after draw with NO vet or medical certificate supplied — no refund.

Biosecurity: If your horse is showing any signs of iliness, do NOT bring it to the grounds. All competitors must hand in Horse
Health Declaration on morning of event. Horse Health Declarations (HHD) required on the day of the event - NO HHD NO
Ride

Code of Conduct: PCAQ Code of Conduct will be in effect, Bad language, excessive striking of horse, abuse or disrespect to
the judge will result in disqualification.

Protests: should be lodged within 30 minutes of the results being posted, or the incident and must accompany by a $50 fee
which is refundable only if protest is upheld.

Draw: Will be posted to the club Facebook site and email to competitors.
PLEASE NOTE:

Callers are not allowed in Combined Training events except for class CT12.

A rider may ride in both Dressage and Combined training on the one day on the same horse but cannot compete
across two graded dressage levels ie novice dressage and Al CT. Therefore, if you ride elementary dressage, you
will ride elementary CT e.g.C2
